LIMITED FOOD SERVICE INFORMATION FOR PERMITTING AND INSPECTION

Limited Food Service stands must be located in a public school (a political subdivision of the State), run by volunteers, or 

operated by a non-profit corporation in conjunction with amateur athletic events.  A PERMIT MUST BE OBTAINED prior 

to operating.  All permits expire one year from the date of issuance regardless of when the sport season ends.  Sale of

prepackaged beverages and non-potentially hazardous snack foods (candy, chips, gum, etc.) does not require a permit.
